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Ms Lily Chan’s Major Contributions to S.U.C.C.E.S.S.
Ms Lily Chan has served S.U.C.C.E.S.S. for 26 years. As the staff
member responsible for founding the Chinese monthly newspaper

Evergreen News, she turned it from the efforts of a group of
seniors in 1985 to one of the longest standing community
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periodicals in Canada today. Through Ms Chan’s determination
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and relentless efforts, Evergreen News has become a key resource
that helps Chinese immigrants overcome language barriers in
Canada, by providing details of government policies,
S.U.C.C.E.S.S. services, and other topics relevant to the Chinese
immigrant community.

In her first 20 years as a Program Coordinator and Publications
Manager for Evergreen News, Ms. Chan established and developed
Evergreen News despite a chronic shortage of funding and staff.

She recruited, inspired, mobilized, trained and supervised
hundreds of volunteers from different walks of life in editing, writing, marketing, and distributing the publication.
This directly encouraged full participation of immigrants in the Chinese community.

In 1992, Evergreen News was in danger of termination because it lacked both government and agency funding. Ms
Chan thus started the Evergreen News Club to rally for financial and community support to save Evergreen News.
The Club is now one of the most active S.U.C.C.E.S.S. membership groups.

During her tenure as Publications Manager, Ms Chan worked above and beyond the requirements of her job. Among
the numerous agency publications that she produced, the commemorative books celebrating S.U.C.C.E.S.S.’s 25"
and 30" anniversaries, and Lilian To: A Life of Devotion in memory of former Chief Executive Officer, Ms Lilian To,
are particularly worth mentioning. These publications not only mark important milestones and cherished memories
of S.U.C.C.E.S.S., but also successfully help promote its image. She has hence played a crucial role in improving
the organization’s well-being.

Ms Chan also published more than 30 English and Chinese books from 1992 to 2005 (including some best-sellers in
Vancouver) on doing business with Chinese customers, health, literary collections, and other topics. All proceeds
from book sales were donated to S.U.C.C.E.S.S. Ms Chan is especially keen in promoting health education in the
Chinese community. She published health books, translated pamphlets for hospitals, organized health forums and
workshops, and is now editing health columns for Evergreen News.

Today, Ms. Chan continues to be key to Evergreen News’ management and content, having served for the past 6
years as volunteer editor and member of the Evergreen News Advisory and Editorial Committees. For her unique
contribution to the Chinese immigrant community in Canada, she is highly recommended for the Queen Elizabeth Il
Diamond Jubilee Medal.
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
